1.1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

All the micro-watersheds of IWMP-1, 2009-10 are situated in Najibabad Block District Bijnor, Uttar Pradesh. The extent of latitude
and longitude of the project is 29.39 to 29.70 N-S and 78.18 to 78.31 E-W. The project consists of Fifteen micro-watersheds namely
Jaspur (2B5C1c3c), Bhaguwala (2B5C1c3d),Gudha 1st (2B5C1C3F), Gudha 2nd (2B5C1d2a), Prempur (2B5C1d1b), Moh Alampur
(2B5C1lela), vijaypur (2B5Clelb) Gulalwali (2B5C1elC) Veerpur 2" (2B5C1e2a) Veerpur 1° (2B5Cl1e2b) Sahanpur N.P
(2B5C1e3b) Pooranpur gadhi 1% (2B5Cled4a) Rampur mangal (2B5Cle4c) Bijori (2B5Cle4d) Rehmapur (2B5C1dla)with total
geographical area of 6148.00 ha, out of which 3812.00 ha is treatable with total outlay of Rs. 457.44 lakh under Integrated Watershed
Management Programme. The Project Implementing Agency (PIA) is Bhumi Sanrakshan Adhikari, Department of Land Development
and Water
Resources, Chandpur At Bijnor , Uttar Pradesh.

All micro-watershed falls in agro-climatic zone of Western resion representing a transitional zone of tropical sub-humid to
semi-arid and comes under hot moist semi-arid ecological sub-region. The micro-watersheds of IWMP-I is situated at an elevation of some
201.10 to 249.17 m above mean sea level and has relief from 14 to 34 m. General topography of the watershed is mild to gentle.

Spatial distribution of different slope classes was prepared using Arc GIS. Slope was divided into five classes’ viz. 0-0.5, 0.5-1.0, 1-

3, 3-
5,. Per cent areal extent of different slope classes in IWMP-I micro-watershed is shown in Page no .63 The dominant
slope category in the micro-watershed is 1-3 per cent (85%) followed by 3-5 per cent (15%).

On an average 26 per cent population is scheduled caste. The watershed is water scarce. Expected runoff is worked out as 40%
per centannual rainfall. The watershed is dominated by cow and Buffalo .

To achieve the sustainable development, all kinds of activities related to natural resource management, production systems and
livelihood
options for asset less people are described in Page no. 87 to 97 The total cost of the project is Rs. 457.44 lakh. All the activities of
natural resource conservation are marked on the map of proposed plan.
Major crops of the watershed were urd, mung, Sugarcane, during kharif and , wheat in.Rabi.

Climate

The annual rainfall of the Western region varies from 759 to 1020 mm, about 90% of which is received during South-West monsoon
period (Singh et al. 2002). The major part of the rainfall is received during the month of July and August. The length of growing season
in

Western ranges between 90 to 150 days depending upon rainfall and temperature regimes. The winter rains are erratic, occasional,
meager

and uncertain. The total rainy days/year vary from 30-45 in the region with an average of 37. The distribution of rainfall is very erratic.
Low

rainfall and drought are common features. Long dry spells during rainy season are also experienced often, which adversely affect the
crops. It has

been observed that in a cycle of 5 years, 2 are normal, 2 drought years and 1 is excessive rainfall year (Tiwari et al. 1998).

The climate of Bijnor is characterized by a hot dry summer and cold winter and is marked for high variability of rainfall year to year.
There are

primarily four seasons: — Dry Summer season — from March to May i.e. before advent of monsoon, moist summer season — from June
to

September (Monsoon) transition period - in October and November, which is the post monsoon period, and winter season — from
December toFebruary The coldest months in the year are December and January. Average monthly rainfall and temperature
