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EXCUTIVE SUMMARY

The micro-watershed comprises of ninety eight villages in Badraon & Mohammdabad Gohna Block of Mau District of Utter Pradesh.
All these watersheds has been identified by the Land development and water resources dept. under IWMP scheme by proper prioritization on
different parameter of watershed selection criteria for Mau district. The micro-watershed is located in the north west of Mau District. Its lives
between 26° 10’ 5.645” N to 26° 5°32.634” latitude and 83° 28’ 45.551” E to 83°28°45.551”E.longitude. the taken micro-watershed codes
are 2B2A4f1d, 2B2A4f1e, 2B2A4elb, 2B2A4n2C, 2B2A4mle, 2B2A4f1C, 2B2A4f1e, 2B2A4ela, the altitude of the project area are 69M
to 84M above the mean sea Level (MSL) The total area of watershed cluster is 6024.00ha, All these watershed are surrounded by the 68
grampanchayat.

In general the entire area is an alluvial plain, with a gentle slope, near about 1.5 % from north to south-south. There are serval natural
depressions apart from those formed by the river valleys and drainage lines. Elevated loamy soil ridges are also found especially in the north
of the district.

Overall, these soils are characterized by their extreme depth, often several metres and a brown or grayish brown colour. Their
texture varies from loamy, sandy loam to clay loam, Their structure is also variable, being loose, open and free draining in case of the sandy
soils and compact impervious in case of the clayey soils.

Agriculture is the main occupation of the people of selected watershed project. The crops mainly raised in the district are
Paddy, Maize, Mustard, Wheat, Potato, Vegetables, Rose, Moong, Arhar and Sugar cane. However, major area is covered under Paddy,
Maize and Wheat & Mustard crops. While the farmers of watershed area are extensively depends on Rice, Wheat and Bajra.

Most of the lands are fallow during the Kharif season because of unavailability of assured irrigation. Only 60% area during
Kharif season is cropped under the watershed area. While in Rabi season, it increase over the kharif and reached near about 40%. Thus, it
clearly indicate that sustainable development of agriculture needs assured irrigation which managed by formation of watershed.

Natural vegetation of the watershed area is very poor. The vegetation in predomination are Vilayati Babul (Prosopis juliflora),
Babul (Acacia nilotica). Occasional occurrence of Neem, Shisham, Anola etc. There is no grass land in the watershed cluster. The patches of
grasses are seen only on the bunds, road side, ridges etc.

The erosion is main problem of the watersheds is to be locked by harvesting additional water is existing water harvesting structure,
which have lost most of their capacity due to siltation & creating new water bodies. Water stored in the water harvesting structures shall be
properly recycled to provide supplemental irrigation of critical growth stages of crops & for the establishment of fruit orchards and forest
trees.

1.1 PROJECT BACKGROUND

The block Mohammdabad Gohna and Badraon of Mau district situated in Eastern Plane Zone of Uttar Pradesh. Block is lies in
western part of the District and is about 25 km away from district head quarter on 20 km away from State Highway on Mau to Azamgarh
road. The block come under agroclimatic zone Eastern Plain The watershed has been identified by the state department under Integrated
Watershed Management Project (IWMP) scheme by proper prioritization of different parameter of watershed selection criteria (Annexure
VI). The watershed is located in west side of Mau districts. It lies between 26° 10* 5.645” N to 26° 5°32.634” latitude and 83° 28’ 45.551” E
to 83°28°45.551”E. Altitude range of this watershed is 61m from above sea level (MSL). The total proposed area of watershed is 6024.00 ha

and treatable area is 5900.00ha.

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CHAPTER- 2

GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE
PROJECT AREA
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2.1 Location:

The eight watersheds in Mohammdabad Gohna and Badraon block of Mau District (U.P.) is located 20 to 25 Km away from District
headquarters and 10 Km away from block headquarter situated between 26° 10’ 5.645” N to 26° 5°32.634"” latitude and 83° 28’ 45.551” E to

83°28’45.551”E longitude.
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2.2 Climate condition of the Project Area

The watershed falls under the semi-arid region of tropical climate. The average annual precipitation is 453 mm spreading over
90 rainy days. Most of the rainfall (about 85 %) is received during July to September. The rainfall is of moderate to high intensity. The
area receives on or scanty rainfall in the winter season. The temperature variation ranges from as high as 43°C in the month of May-

June to as low as 3°C in December- January.

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2.3. Shape and Extent:-
The shape of the watershed area is somewhat square with tail like structure on the upper portion. . The maximum length and width of
the watershed are near about 9.1 km 7.5 km, respectively with the length and width ratio is. 1.21

2.4  Physiography:-

The micro-watersheds of IWMP-I is situated at an elevation of some 69 to 84 m above mean sea level and has relief from 15 m. The
watershed has a general slope of less than .5 to 3 per cent. General topography of the watershed is mild to gentle.

2.5 Slope

Spatial distribution of different slope classes was prepared using Arc GIS. Slope was divided into five classes’ viz. 0-0.5, 0.5-1.0, 1-3, 3-5,
and more than 5 per cent. Per cent areal extent of different slope classes in IWMP-I micro-watershed is shown in Table 5. The dominant
slope category in the micro-watershed were 1-3 per cent (60%) followed by 3-5 per cent (20%). In IWMP Ist total 968.00 ha area under 0-
0.5 % slope, 1653.00 ha under 0.5-1.00 %, 1046.00 ha under 3-5 % and 448.00 ha area under more than 5.00 slope.

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3.1 SOCIO ECONOMIC ANALYSIS OF THE PROJECT

In the proposed watershed management plan of Ken, Yamuna, Betawa, Barma and Chandrawal etc proper blending of bio engineering
measures will be applied. The proposed land use plan will improve the land utilization index and crop diversification index significantly as
compared to existing one. It will help in maintaining ecosystem integrity on sustained basis.

3.2 ECONOMIC ANALYSIS:

Economic analysis of the project is carried out by taking direct benefits and costs, considering 30 year project life at 10% discount rate. For
the purpose of economic analysis, whole watershed development plan is divided into four sectors as agriculture (rainfed and irrigated), pure
horticulture, agro-horticulture and silvi pastoral (Silvi-Pastoral + sericulture). Net present value (NPV), Benefit Cost Ratio(BCR) , Payback
Period(PBR) and internal rate of return(IRR) criteria is Applied to judge the economic efficiency of each enterprise, sector and project as a

whole.

7.1 Quality and Sustainability Issues

7.1.1 Plans for Monitoring and Evaluation

A Web-based GIS System is being developed for monitoring and evaluating the project in its planning & implementation phases. The system
would be available on a public domain and can be accessed by all the stakeholders of the project. The system shows the entire state of Uttarpratesh and all
of those areas selected over the next 18 years. Filtering allows the user to zoom onto one particular project. Details related to soil type, Land-use
classification, inhabitation etc., can be obtained village-wise. Furthermore, survey-number wise details related to ownership, irrigation source, yield etc.,
can also be accessed by the users of the system. This system is being used for pooling up the details obtained from the DPR. In other words, the DPR is
made available online in the form of a database which will help the stakeholders know areas of importance viz., already treated areas/historical works in

the area, proposed areas for treatment etc., for further treatment and planning. The system would also show the satellite imageries of various years from
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the project inception stage to the project closing stages. This allows the user to evaluate the effectiveness of the treatment and thereby plan corrective

measures for the project area. The system would serve as an aiding tool to the planners and evaluators for judging the efficacy of the project.

Yet another component of the Web-based GIS system is the Mobile based Monitoring & Evaluation System, which will help the ground staff alias WDT's
(Watershed Development Team) to transmit information from the ground level to the central server. Also, any higher-up official in charge of the project
can obtain information regarding the project area on their mobile phone by means of an SMS. The system works in the following manner. The WDT
equipped with a GPS instrument marks the latitude-longitude information of various treatment areas during the DPR. The probable sites are then
transferred onto the central server. During the works phase, any progress in the treatment areas is reported to the server by means of an SMS by the WDT.
Similarly, any nodal officer or higher-up official can view the progress in a project by means of summarized reports generated over frequent periods of

time.

7.1.2  Plans for Project management:

The Project management of any watershed programme is very important. It mainly depends upon the community organization and the village
level institutes in IWMP I Ballia watershed committee and various user group have been formulated for post project operation and maintenance of assets
created during project period. Major emphasis will be on equity and sustainable benefit of the project even after implementation stage. A proper link-up
will be built during project period with various institutes and capacity building organization. They will act as a major kingpin during post implementation

for scaling up the successful experience during project.

7.1.3 Watershed Development Fund:

The major source of financial assistance after post implementation period is watershed Development Fund. The contribution of it will comes

mainly fund the following: Attention:

7.1.4 User Charges:

Various user groups will be formed in village. These user groups will collect user charges according to the designated rules formed during the
formation of user group. These funds will be transferred to the WDF funds as per these formulated rules. The secretary of watershed committee (WC)
shall maintain the records of the following.
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7.2 WATERSHED DEVELOPMENT WORKS

Watershed development works are to be done during Ist to second phase of watershed project. A multi-tier ridge to valley sequence approach
should be approached towards implementation of watershed development projects. A net budget of 60 percent is allotted for this work.

8.1 EMPLOYMENT

Employment has always been a problem in the village. The principal occupations of the people are dry land agriculture, animal
husbandry and casual labour work. However, rain fall being very limited and erratic, agriculture suffers, i.e. at best they can take only a
single crop, which keeps them partially engaged for about 4 months. Lack of fodder makes animal husbandry very difficult too. So, animal
husbandry does not keep them engaged full time. Thus the people mainly depend upon casual labour, either in the village itself or outside it.

The project plans for creation of both wage employment and self employment opportunities. Wage employment would be created by
engaging people in watershed physical works like construction of earthen bunds, farm bunds, village pond, plantation, etc. Self employment
would be created by providing the people with cash support in the form of direct livelihood activities like agriculture, animal husbandry and
enterprise development.

8.2 EMPLOYMENT GENERATION
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Labour migration in search of gainful employment of one the major problems in the remote watershed in particular. Causal
employment opportunities to the tune of more than 0.58 lacs will be generated during the implementation of the project activities. However,
the changes in land use pattern and adoption of other subsidiary enterprises will generate employment opportunities for person of 3.09 lacks
in the watershed.

8.3 MIGRATION
Low rainfall results in very little fodder availability in the locality. The relatively well off farmers bring fodder from Varanasi
(approximately 220 kms away) collectively; but the resource poor cannot afford it. On account of agriculture and animal husbandry
providing only part time employment for some part of the year, the people migrate for a better half of the year for wage labour.
Employment opportunities in the local area as mentioned above will ensure lessening seasonal migration from the area.

8.4 CROPS

Agriculture primarily depends upon water; but this is what is lacking in IWMP-I village. The surface water is scanty due to low
rainfall and ground water which is unfit for crop production.

All this can change with the integrated land and water management during the watershed project. The planned earthen bunds would
prevent the water and also help percolate water underground, and preserve some moisture in the soil. This will help in additional area coming
under cultivation and increasing productivity too. The farmers can take more than one season of crops. Different varieties of crops can be
taken.
